Mr. Meyer:

The Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), District One, has reviewed the Tara DRI # 66,
NOPC. dated October 1. 2009 and offers the following comments and recommendations:

The Tara DRI is a mixed use DRI located in Manatee County. The Tara DRI development was
approved for 2,719 dwelling units, 436,500 square feet of commercial / office, and 36 holes of golf. To
date all the required mitigation has been completed, as stated in the latest development order (Resolution
No. R-07-180).

Based on the submitted application, the NOPC requests the following:

Request # 1 — Addition of Tara Phase III-BB: Tara-Manatee Inc. is proposing the addition of
Subphase HI-BB, which will allow the transfer of 19,500 square feet of conunercial from either the
Tara Phase HIE-R, or HI-Z & [1I-V{or combination thereof), to the south west corner of State Route
70 and Tara Boulevard. Access fo the proposed subphase is proposed to be provided via fwo (2) access
points, one on State Route 70, and one on Tara Boulevard,

Comment 1: The subject Subphase is located south of SR 70. Any access to SR 70 will be subject to
FDOT permitting process as described in Rule 14-96 FAC. The FDOT Access Management class code
for SR 70 is 3 (Approximately 0.366 miles west of Tara Boulevard, M.P. 4.441 to CR 675, M.P.
15.567). Standards for class 3 require minimum spacing of half a mile for signals and full median
opening, a quarter mile for directional median opening and minimum spacing of one-eighth mile (ar
greater than or equal to 43 MPH) between access points for any single parcel.

Request # 2 —~ Addition of Adult Assisted Living Fucility Use: The intent is to provide a 200 to 300 bed
Sacility at one (or more) of the remaining vacant commwercial parcels at Tara Phase [T (Subphases
IR, HI-U, III-AA, ITI-V, and IH-Z). A land equivalency table as been prepared and was attached
fo the NOPC submission as Exhibit “E”.
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
